From the Pastor

As we begin our Lenten journey of penance and renewal
the story of the temptations of Jesus heard in this Sunday’s
Gospel, reminds us that Lent is a time to choose, once
again, to turn to God. Jesus’ temptations are all about
wealth, power and esteem. In the United States, we are
often tempted by these aspects of life. We find ourselves
spending time and effort to acquire wealth and then use it
to yield power and win esteem from others. Yet so many
people in the world lack even the basics of life. Lent
demands that we examine our choices in life. What is
really important? What has lasting value? The traditional
penitential practices of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving help
us refocus our lives on our relationship with God, and with
our brothers and sisters who are also children of that same
Father. The Church asks us to make the Option for the
Poor a commitment in our lives. When we resist the daily
temptations of wealth, power, and esteem, we begin to
stand in solidarity with the whole human family. Through
its programs for orphans and vulnerable children, CRS
gives us the opportunity to help children live a better life.
This Lent, let us choose to learn about our suffering
brothers and sisters and support them with our alms and
sacrifices. Rice bowls are in today’s bulletin along with a
calendar to help guide you through this Lenten Season.
Post it on your refrigerator, read and learn about other
cultures. Traditionally we offer these Rice Bowls at the
Holy Thursday Mass. A third of these offerings will be
giving to the Kane Area Food Pantry. The other two-thirds
is used for national and internal hunger projects.
